New Grants   

Volunteer Small Grants Program ð Bushfire Relief (up to $5000). This program will also accept ap-

plications for the Bushfire Community Events Grants (up to $3,000) for local government and 

community organisations in fire affected communities to host community events to assist in the 

recovery process.  

Emergency Volunteer Support Grants ð Bushfire Relief (up to $20000)  These grants aim to provide 

practical help to volunteers and local community organisations providing volunteer emergency 

relief in fire -affected communities. Both grants provide funds to support volunteers, including re-

imbursement of out -of -pocket expenses, equipment replacement, counselling and personal sup-

port, training, recruitment and recognition of volunteers.  

 

Other Bushfire Relief Funding  

Neighbourhood Houses in Affected Areas in bushfire -affected communities will receive a one -off 

grant ($10000) to help with emergency relief and recovery activities. Affected houses will be  

contacted by the department.  

Community Recovery in Bushfire Affected Communities - this grant is for communities with existing 

Community Building Initiatives and other areas as required. Relevant locations will be contacted 

by the department.  

Community Sports Recovery Fund - to support sports clubs devastated by the bushfires for         

rebuilding and reparation works. Organisations will be contacted shortly.

Ballarat Primary School Clinics, April 21 st ð May 1 st 

Over 2 weeks BBA will run free badminton clinics for Ballarat and district schools. The clinics are 

run by nationally accredited coaches with the assistance of volunteers. For many students it is 

their first experience of badminton. In 2008 over 1100 grade 3, 4, 5 and 6 students attended. 

Many schools that attend the clinics will then enter teams in our Term 2 and 3 school               

competitions. This year, we have received bookings from 5 new schools.  

 

Multicultural Badminton Classes & Come and Try Day  

In November 2008, BBA ran its first badminton come and  try day for new arrival and refugee 

families. The day was attended by over 100 students from Ballaratõs ESL classes, Primary and High 

Schools. In 2009 we are running 5 weeks of badminton classes. Wednesday afternoon classes are 

aimed at Primary and High School students and their families, while Friday morning classes have 

been organised for mothers and their preschool aged children.  The classes are designed to help 

new arrival and refugee families gain the necessary skills to actively participate in community 

based sporting programs. The program has been well supported by the Ballarat Sudanese     

community.  
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
